An
Omega PhiAlpha scholarship w as the
dream of Ging er M ¢G arity, who appointed
the first Board of Trustees to carry out her
desire for O PA to help financially in

promoting and furthering the education of

active sisters aroun d the coun try. T he first
scholarship was awarded in 1997 and
continu es to be aw arded annu ally. The
nu mber of scholarships and their aw ard
amoun t are based on the interest earned
from donations made to the Scholarship

Trust. This award may be used for tuition,

fees, books or living expenses. The
Scholarship Trustcontinu es to be lead by a
B oard of Trustees com pris ed of one active
sister, one alum nae sister and the V P -
Finance for Omega Phi Alpha. The Trust’'s
status as a 501c(3) non-profitmakes it a

tax deductible organization for all donors

and sponsors.

Nashville was founded on Christ-
mas Eve 1779 along the banks of the
Cumberland River. Two teams of pioneers
set forth from the Carolinas to found the
new city. Upon arrival, they immediately
began building Fort Nashborough. Among
the pioneers was Rachel Donelson,
daughter of Captain John Donelson, who
would later become the wife of President
Andrew Jackson.

The Country Music Hall of Fame
and Museum is an architectural wonder in
itself. One side of the building is an RKO-
style radio tower while the main building,
with windows resembling a piano key-
board, ends in a Cadillac tailfin-style
flourish. Enjoy the ultimate Country
Music Hall of Fame® and Museum
experience with the new audio tour.
Beginning Monday, May 3%, you’ll be able
to tour the museum with the voices of
Dolly Parton, Vince Gill and Trisha
Yearwood leading the way. The 70-minute
tour is narrated by WSM radio personality
and Grand Ole Opry announcer Eddie
Stubbs. The audio tour is $7.50 per person.
The Country Music Hall of Fame and
Museum is open 9:00a.m. to 5:00 p.m.
daily. Admission is $15.95 per person.

President Theodore Roosevelt
coined the phrase “good to the last drop,”
words that became a national slogan, after
sipping coffee at the Maxwell House
Hotel. The coffee was a local product of
the Cheek family. Their family home is
now Cheekwood Botanical Garden &
Museum of Art. Cheekwood features the
award-winning Museum of Art housed in
the original Cheek mansion. The surround-
ing 55 acres include an interactive learning
center, ten botanical gardens and the
Woodland Sculpture Trail with works by
internationally known sculptors. Admis-
sion varies.

Closed Monday except Memorial Day and
Labor Day.

Nashville’s Athena Parthenon is
the tallest indoor sculpture in the Western
world. She stands an impressive 42 feet
high in the temple of the Parthenon. The
world’s only full-scale reproduction of the
famous Greek temple, Nashville’s
Parthenon stands in Centennial Park and
features both the city’s art museum and
Athena Parthenos. Admission: $3.50
adults; $2 seniors (62+) and children (4-
17). Hours: Tuesday - Saturday 9 a.m. -
4:30 p.m.; Sunday from April - September
12:30 - 4:30 p.m. Minimum time allow-
ance: 45 minutes.

Belle Meade Plantation was
famous for breeding thoroughbred horses.
Iroquois, bred at the Belle Meade Farm,
was the first American horse to win the
English Derby. In addition to Iroquois,
there were two other famous horses that
can trace their lineage back to Belle
Meade: Seabiscuit and War Admiral, both
made popular again by the 2001 best-
selling novel. Four generations removed,
the 1930s horses were descendents of the
sires of Bonnie Scotland, Belle Meade’s
prize horse, making the family rivalry at
the Plantation run deep. Admission: $10
adults; $8.50 seniors; $4 children (6-12);
free (children under 6). Hours: Monday -
Saturday 9 a.m. - 5 p.m.; Sunday 11 a.m. -
5 p.m. Last tour daily at 4 p.m. Minimum
time allowance: 1.5 hours. Services:
multilingual site maps available. Handi-
capped accessible except second floor of
mansion.

In 1941, Nashville was granted the
first FM license in the United States.
Music City then became the first to enjoy
static-free radio. Every weekend, the
Grand Ole Opry takes the excitement of
a live audience, the heritage of the world’s
longest-running radio show and an
incredible mix of talent to the world,
broadcasting live over 650 WSM AM and
the Opry website. Never knowing which
artist might make a surprise appearance,

it’s where country rocks, bluegrass rules
and Western swings. Summer is high-
lighted by free Opry Plaza Parties on
weekend show nights. Admission varies.
Call for details. Hours: Friday 7:30 p.m.;
Saturday 6:30 and 9:30 p.m.; Tuesday 7
p.m. (April 13 - December 21 only).
January - February located at the Ryman
Auditorium. March - December located at
the Grand Ole Opry House. Minimum time
allowance: 2.5 hours.

The First Center for the Visual
Arts is located in what was formerly
Nashville’s main post office. The building
is a city landmark placed on the National
Register of Historic Places in 1984. The
Center went to great lengths to preserve
the historical integrity of the building, as
the building itself is a work of art. Admis-
sion: $8.50 adults; $7.50 seniors (65+);
$6.50 college students (with ID); free
(children 18 and under). Hours: open
Monday - Saturday 10 a.m. - 5:30 p.m.;
Thursday evenings until 8 p.m.; Sunday 1 -
5 p.m. Minimum time allowance: 1.5
hours.

The Hermitage: Home of Andrew
Jackson, the 7" President of the United
States, boasts a driveway in the shape of a
guitar. Legend says that the driveway was
so shaped to please his daughter-in-law
Emily. Nashvillians like to think it was a
good sign of things to come. Admission:
$12 adults; $11 seniors (62+) and students
(13-18); $5 children (6-12); free (children
under 6). $34 family rate (2 adults, 2
children). Hours: daily 9 a.m. - 5 p.m.
Minimum time allowance: 1.5 - 2 hours.
Services: handicapped accessible except
second floor of mansions.

Standard Candy Company,
founded in 1901, created the GooGoo, a
true Nashville delight marrying peanuts,
caramel, marshmallow and milk chocolate
together for a tasty cluster of candy. Today
Standard Candy Company uses more than
3 million pounds of chocolate a year.
Legend has it that GOO stands for Grand
Ole Opry.

The Upper Room Chapel and Mu-
seum features an 8’ by 17’ wood carving of
“The Last Supper” copied from da Vinci’s
painting and an 8’ by 20’ stained glass win-
dow with a Pentecost theme. The museum
features art galleries of religious subjects
painted from 1300 — 1990 as well as English
porcelains, manuscripts, books, seasonal dis-
plays of nativity scenes and Ukrainian eggs.
Admission: free; $4 contribution encour-
aged. Hours: Monday - Friday 8 a.m. - 4:30
p.m. Closed all major holidays. Minimum
time allowance: 30 minutes.

African-American artist and native
Nashvillian Will Edmonson was the first
black to be honored with a one-man exhibit
at the Museum of Modern Art in New York.
Edmonson, the son of former slaves, created
primitive limestone carvings of animals, an-
gels, Biblical characters and even celebri-
ties. A photo spread of his work in Harper’s
Bazaar led to the historic 1937 exhibit in
New York City. Today, his works are on dis-
play at Cheekwood Botanical Garden and
Museum of Art.
